Asthma affects about 5% of the population of the UK, although it varies enormously in severity. You
are most likely to 5 asthma in  childhood or in middle age.
According to Government statistics, the number of people in the UK who are currently being treated
6 asthma is now 5.1 million - one in eight children and one in 13 adults.

Asthma is a chest condition caused by reversible blockage of the airways. It is often 7 by
allergy. The body reacts to tiny particles it breathes 8 by telling the muscles of your airways to
go into spasm, and by releasing some of the body's defense mechanisms into your lungs. In
childhood, boys are slightly more at risk than girls, and children are much more likely to get it if
there is a family history of allergies.

Thank you for the opportunity to address to you on the most dangerous disease we still are in fight
with, tuberculosis.

We all remember that tomorrow is World TB Day.

Tuberculosis kills more than 1.5 million people each year.

And | would like to tell you about some challenges of patients management with sleep breathing
disorders.

Slide 2

Sleep breathing disorders are snore and stops breathing at night or so-called obstructive sleep apnea
syndrome. It is known, about 30% of adults and 14% of aged 2-6 years children suffering from a
snore. Obstructive sleep apnea syndrome is estimated to affect 5-10% of middle-aged adults and 1-
3% of children.

This condition characterized by repeated episodes upper airway occlusion in the pharynx. Air doesn't
move through blocked pharynx and apnea arises. The episodes of apnea repeats 400 or more time per
night. This disrupts the normal sleep.

Slide 4

The most common causes of obstructive sleep apnea syndrome are obesity (particularly in the neck),
diseases of the nose and pharynx. Persistent sleep apneas may leads to stroke, myocardial infarction
and sudden death during sleep.

Slide 5

The polysomnography or cardiorespiratory monitoring are performed for the diagnosis of sleep
apnea. CPAP therapy is the "gold standard" of the treatment for sleep apnea. This method is based on
inflating the airway with air overnight.

Slide 6

From the literature and the Internet some features of patients management in the US have become
known to us. Somnology exists in the USA about 40 years. American industry produces own
equipment for the diagnosis and the treatment of sleep apnea. The Insurance companies provide the
diagnosis and the treatment of a patient with sleep apnea.

Slide 7
In Russia patients management has some features too. Somnology is the young field in Russia.

Russian industry produces equipment for the diagnosis of sleep apnea only. The high price for a
CPAP machines remains still. Patients buy CPAP machines in the European countries through the
dealer company. Patient pays for the diagnosis and the treatment of sleep apnea from private budget.

Slide 8

In Russia and the USA have common problems of patients management with sleep apnea. For
example, the lack of awareness of snore and sleep apnea as problems. Patients don't want to change
the life style and to be treated. Very low adherence of patients to CPAP therapy even if the patient
gets a CPAP machine.

Slide 9

The World Sleep Day (Friday of the second full week of March) is aimed to celebrate the benefits of
good and healthy sleep and to draw society attention to the sleep problems and to promote sleep
disorders prevention and management. It is an annual event organized by the World Sleep Day
Committee of the World Association of Sleep Medicine since 2008. The next year the slogan for the
World Sleep Day is "Good sleep is a reachable dream." | hope You are interested about the World
